1. Rhythmic Learning: Academic Definitions

» Task: Pick an important definition or core topic from your favorite academic subject (like
Science, Social Studies, or English Grammar), learn it in a strict rhythmic pattern, and record a
video of your performance.

* Objective: Demonstrate how maintaining a steady groove or beat helps you memorize your
academic definitions easily.

2. Precision Timing: Metronome Beat Practice (70 BPM)

* Task: Set a metronome to exactly 70 BPM and practice steady clapping/tapping on a 4-count
cycle (1, 2, 3, 4).
o Single Speed: Clap exactly 1 time on every single metronome beat (1-2-3-4).
> Double Speed: Clap 2 times within every single metronome beat (1 & 2 & 3 & 4 &) while
the background tempo remains fixed at 70 BPM.

* Objective: Build rock-solid internal rhythm control and timing stability.

3. Devotional Continuity: Daily Prayer Practice

» Task: Practice singing your school morning Hindi prayer, "Hey Hans Vahini", dedicatedly for at
least 5 to 7 minutes daily during the vacations.

* Objective: Focus on maintaining the correct pitch, continuous vocal flow, and deep devotional
expression throughout the practice.

Note for Parents:
Kindly assist your child in downloading a free metronome app or playing a 70 BPM metronome
track on YouTube for their beat practice.
